ne of the bloodiest battles fought by the 100th Division was the battle for HEILBRONN,
key railroad and defense metropolis in the heart of GERMANY. The battle began on
3 April when the 3rd Bn, 398th Infantry was‘attached to an armored division as Infantry to )
375th FA BN establish a bridgehead, for armor. A change in Corps plans necessitated a frontal 925th FA BN
assault across the NECKAR RIVER by the 397th Infantry and later by the 399th Infantry when '
the armored division was taken from the area. Building by building, block by block, the doughs
advanced supported by magnificent artillery and air support until on 12 April at 1530,
the city was declared cleared.
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
