My dear Mr. Mellett:

I am worried over the problem of the possibility of the Selective Service Act being made effective without an immediately available background of publicity, calculated to dignify the position of the prospective trainee—as was so successfully managed in 1917.

In the Selective Service Section of the War Department, they have prepared data for pamphlets, questionnaires, etc.; but what I am interested in is a much more extensive publicity service, geared ready to go into action as soon as the law becomes effective.

I would appreciate your looking over the attached notes.2
