I have just finished reading your letter telling me that two of your sons have taken their places in the Army, and pledging, as a mother, your full support to me and to them in this emergency.  Nothing could be more reassuring to me than this evidence of the desire of a mother to contribute all within her power to the support of the Government in its efforts to keep this portion of a tragic world free of the horrors of war.

I appreciate most sincerely your writing as you did, and I assure you that if on my inspections I find the opportunity, it will be a pleasure for me to meet your boys.

Thank you for your invitation for me to return to Savannah.  Mrs. Marshall and I have never forgotten our service there and would welcome an opportunity to return.
