S. troops on the shores of Africa I send to you and the troops under your command the congratulations of the officers of the War Department upon the great achievements of the past year.  From that first slender foothold they have moved from Africa to Sicily and on to Italy, and their air men have covered the entire Mediterranean and penetrated deep into the European continent.

My personal congratulations and thanks go to you and the officers and men of our Army under your command, together with an expression of profound admiration for your accomplishments and with confidence in the victory to come.1
