To Harriman for Stalin from Marshall.

If you think the following an advisable procedure please go ahead with it as indicated.  Otherwise cancel message and notify me accordingly.  Begin message in our conversation at Teheran you discussed with me technical and tactical application of rockets by the Red Army to further our common operations against the Germans.  Would appreciate if you would give Deane such technical information and tactical data on the use of rockets with models for test as will permit US to manufacture and bring more effective rockets into action as quickly as possible.1
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1. On February 26, 1944, Ambassador W. Averell Harriman wrote to Commissar for Foreign Affairs Vyacheslav M. Molotov requesting him to forward Marshall's message to Stalin. (Brigadier General William E. Crist to Lieutenant General N. V. Slavin, April 3, 1944, GCMRL/G. C.
