1. General Eisenhower had written to Marshall on May 24 requesting permission for individuals leading combat troops to wear a distinctive mark on their uniforms to separate them from staff and support personnel.  Eisenhower's headquarters proposed to allow officers to wear a narrow green band around the shoulder loop and for noncommissioned officers to wear a narrow green stripe below the rank chevron.
