Wedemeyer is pressing War Department for communication personnel.1  This is of first importance to effective functioning of Peking Executive Headquarters over critical areas.  We have within past 36 hours doubled the number of Chinese and American officers to provide the balanced teams urgently required in the field.  Without signal communications the teams are more or less impotent.  Later I hope I can work this same headquarters into control position overseeing reorganization and nationalization of Chinese military forces, regular and Communist.  Help Wedemeyer all and as fast as you can.
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1. Wedemeyer had written to Marshall:  “We are trying to anticipate your requirements in connection with the Executive Headquarters.  At present we are very short of communications personnel and have sent radios screaming to the States.  It would be helpful if you could mention the urgency and importance of signal communications personnel in the Theater at this crucial time and request favorable consideration on China Theater requests.” (Wedemeyer to Marshall, January 24, 1946, GCMRL/G.
